ﬁ'Tally your minutes and once each week (beginning Monday, June 239th) bring in your calendar to have
the number of minutes read recorded. Recording of minutes may be done all day Monday - Friday &

Saturday(10 - 1pm only)

ﬁParticipants may pick out prizes after reading 100 minutes, 250 minutes and every 250 minutes following.
The library staff will keep track of the participant's progress in reading logs kept at the library.

iﬁ(Every 1000 minutes read will entitle the participant to a FREE ROOL (Max4 free books per participant).

iﬁ(Participants may chose to join either the AMAZING ARTISTS or the MIND-BLOWING MUSICIANS.
Each child's minutes will be added to his/her team's total. The progress of the two teams will be displayed in

the Children's Section.

*Remember to keep track of your reading even while on vacation.

i\(Each week there will be LWEEKLY WONDER. SEARCH questions for participants to answer. Children
answering the question correctly will be entered into a raffle to win additional prizes.
